Boutique Hotel Rooms

- four fully renovated stylish rooms, upstairs within main hotel area

ACCOMMODATION PACKAGES

Conference, Dinner, Bed and Breakfast Package

Our private meeting/dining room is a comfortable, private room, with a boardroom table

that seats 10 comfortably, and a lounge seating at one end of the room.

Package includes morning tea, working lunch and afternoon tea, two course dinner, in

the restaurant, one night accommodation and continental breakfast, room hire, plunger

tea/coffee.

$225 per person (based on 10 people, single rooms)

Own your own hotel for a weekend

Book all 10 rooms, enjoy a special three course “Tastes of the Southern Flinders Ranges”

dinner for 20 people, then wake with the kookaburras and a country cooked breakfast on

our deck

$150 per person (based on 20 people, twin share/double, one night)

Family or Special Interest Group weekend- no camping gear required!

“Bundaleer Cottage” adjacent to the main North Star building is ideal for families and

groups. The Cottage features 4 bedrooms. Each room has a queen size bed and a single

bed with spacious ensuite bathroom, at rear there is a communal area with kitchenette,

with seating for meals and lounge with extra bedding area, whilst the front verandah has

seating and views down main street.

Communal area features TV, two sofas convert to double sofa beds, large trestle table

and chairs. Kitchenette contains a sink, fridge, microwave oven, and large electric frypan,

crockery & cutlery is provided for up to 19 people.

Three extra roll out beds are available to put in rooms or the lounge, plus two fold out

double futons sofas in the communal area are available if the entire cottage is booked by

the one group.

Bundaleer Cottage at full capacity can sleep a total of 19 people.

$500 per night based on 8 beds (4 queen and 4 single), extra bed $30 per person per

night.

THINGS TO DO IN MELROSE

Excellent bike trails

Melrose is the centre of bike riding in the Flinders Ranges. There are many trails in

and around Melrose from easy to difficult, ride out to the showgrounds (easy) or

tackle Mount Remarkable(difficult!!) Bike hire from Over The Edge Sports. Guided

rides available if booked in advance. Go to otesports.com.au for more info on rides

in the area.

Mt Remarkable National Park Walking trails

Hike Mount Remarkable or take a shorter walk to Cathedral Rock or walk around

town and look at all the beautiful historic buildings. Melrose is at the foot of Mt

Remarkable National Park, and the Heysen trail which runs from the Parachilna

gorge to Cape Jarvis, runs right through town.

National Trust Museum

An excellent museum right in the heart of Melrose, beautiful grounds and excellent

tours, definitely worth a visit

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Confirmation

We will hold a tentative booking for 7 days, if we have not heard from in this time, the date

will be released.  Upon confirming event a deposit of $350, is required.

Final numbers and menu will need to be confirmed 21 days prior to event date. This is the

number for which you will be charged.

Responsibility

You are financially responsible for any damage/breakages to North Star Hotel by your

guests, invitees or other persons attending your event. North Star will not accept

responsibility for the damage or loss of merchandise left prior to or after the event, this

includes personal property, audio visual hire equipment, displays and signs.

Cleaning

General cleaning is included in the cost of your event. If cleaning requirements following

your event are deemed to be excessive by the Manager, an additional cleaning charge

will be incurred.

Confetti is not permitted inside the hotel or within grounds

Compliance

The North Star Hotel management reserves the right to exclude or eject any objectionable

persons from the North Star without liability

Pricing

All prices are subject to change and availability. Menu pricing is set and confirmed once

custom menus are approved.

Payment

All accounts are to be settled prior to the event unless arranged otherwise, all daily

charges to be settled at the conclusion of event.

All cheque payments must be received no later than two weeks prior to event

commencement of your event.

Cancellations

For cancellations with less than 21 days notice will incur a cancellation fee of 75% of all

deposits paid. Cancellations of more than 21 days, but less than 6 weeks will incur a

cancellation fee of 50% of all deposits paid. Cancellations of more than 6 weeks notice

will result in a cancellation fee of $100.

Security

Security may be required for some events according to our licence stipulations. This

addional cost will be added to your final invoice.
